Peace and Blessings be upon you. First and foremost, I want to thank you for all your support in getting the UMES 

Football Reinstatement efforts up and running.  In 2006, Hawks came together with a renewed commitment to 

restore football to our Alma Mater by creating Hawks For Football, Inc.  The goal of this organization includes: 

raising funds for the reinstatement of football, supporting and promoting a program of excellence in academic and 

athletics, supporting the UMES Endowment Campaign, and engaging students in the tradition ï the legacy.  

 

Hawks for Football, Inc., a not for profit organization, has developed a Memorandum of Agreement resulting in the 

establishment of the Hawks For Football Quasi Endowment Fund. This endowment allows a tax-deductible 

contribution to the reinstatement effort and supports the schoolôs Fourteen (14) Million Dollar Endowment 

Campaign. The goals of the HFF include:

 Support and promotion of programs of excellence - Academic and Athletics

The total financial commitments of $219,065 are comprised of $68,715 in cash contributions and $150,350 in 

pledges. A logical question might be, ñwhy do we need to fundsò. Originally, the Vernon ñSkipò McCain/UMES 

Football Reinstatement Fund (VSM Fund) was established as a fund dedicated to raising money for student-athlete 

scholarships.  

 

As a result, Hawks For Football felt that the funding guidelines included in VSM Fund were too restrictive and an 

attempt was made to the modify its memorandum of understanding to cover such things a supplementing coachesô 

salary, equipment purchases and so forth. After much debate, it was felt that the best way forward was to establish a 

completely new fund for that purpose and leave the VSM Fund as it was originally established.  The following is a 

brief list of Hawks For Football other major accomplishments since 2005:

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 On 08/11/06, Coach McCain was inducted into the College Football Hall of Fame in South Bend, Indiana. 

A plaque honoring this momentous accomplishment is being purchased and will be dedicated during this 

yearôs homecoming events. The permanent home of the Coach McCainôs plaque will be in front of Tawes 

Gymnasium (which we hope to be the future home of the Vernon ñSkipò McCain Museum).  

 

 On 09/08/06, this yearôs nominee, Sylvester ñSwiftyò Polkôs nomination package was sent to the College 

Hall of Fame. An announcement regarding this yearôs inductees will be made by the Hall of fame in 04/07. 

 

 In 2005, a feasibility study was conducted and as a result a $3.2 million fundraising goal was established 

and agreed to by the Administration. 

 

 The Student Government Association (SGA) is currently considering a proposal presented by Hawks For 

Football to establish a Club Football Team and Marching Band. The plan would be funded by creating a 

special football activity fee of $50.00 per semester.  The referendum vote of the student body is scheduled 

for the wee of 11/12/07. 

 

 Based current enrollment levels the SGA proposal would raise over $400,000 per year, of which $300,000 

would go towards creating a high quality marching band. Just as point of reference Morgan Stateôs 

marching band currently coast about $250,000 per year to operate. The remainder would be use to run the 

Club Football team.

 In 2005, Joanne created the Wire. The Wire is a online newsletter provides periodic updates of information 

about our reinstatement efforts and alumni news.

Indiana.

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Introduction  

 
For more than a quarter of century, the University of Maryland Eastern Shore (UMES) was 

recognized as a football powerhouse among Historical Black Colleges and Universities. 

Therefore, the decision to discontinue football in 1980 was a particularly painful one for the 

University and its Alumni. In order to gain a complete understanding of the real significance of 

UMES Football it is necessary to first examine its roots.  

 

From its inception, football at UMES is about more than just college athletes. It was a part of a 

social movement among African-Americans that began to take hold with the advent of the 

Second World War. Since time in memorial, the primary function of any educational institution 

is to educate its constituency. It does this by sharing existing knowledge and generating new 

insights through research. However, in our society colleges and universities also serve functions 

that are ancillary to their basic mission, and these are enormously important to those who share 

them.  

 

Some examples of these ancillary functions are public service activities, developing and 

sustaining an interest in the fine arts, and intercollegiate football programs. In a practical sense, 

these programs are often the most visible and thereby serve as effective public relations vehicle 

for the institution. One could search at length for a theoretical justification for this linkage, but 

the exercise would be meaningless.  

 

The fact is that UMES football was firmly established, as part of the fabric of African-American 

history and culture, and it is our hope that it will continue to be in the future. The reason for this 

is clear. UMES football played a groundbreaking role in several areas important to both college 

athletics and the movement for social justice in America. The following is a brief listing of 

UMES firsts: 

 

 In 1948, UMES and Albright College played the first intercollegiate football game 

between an HBCU and majority-white institution. 

 In 1958, Johnny Sample (1954-1958) was the first player from a Historically Black 

College to play in the prestigious College All-Star Game. 

 In 1969, UMES had four of its former players in the famous 1969 Super Bowl (III), 

which pitted the mighty Baltimore Colts against the upstart New York Jets. The most 

players ever from one school to play in a single Super Bowl. 

 From 1989 to 1992, Art Shell became the first modern-day black head coach of a NFL 

team. To date, Coach Shell has a compiled an overall head coaching record of 54 wins 

and 38 losses (58.7 % winning), while guiding his teams to three playoff appearances. 

 

It is our strong conviction that understating this extraordinary legacy is critical to developing the 

proper context for why football was and remains to be an essential component of the UMES 

story. Further, we believe it is vital to briefly revisit our history in order to gain a comprehensive 

understanding of the enormous benefits of sponsoring an intercollegiate football program to the 

institution, its students, its alumni and the community at-large.

From 1948 to 1953, he 

was the most successful coach in the country. Coach McCain, himself a student of the game, did 

not miss many coaching clinics during his tenure.  

 

In 1950, he was selected ñCoach of the Yearò by the Pigskin Club of Washington. Coach 

McCainôs dedication to understanding the deeper qualities and disciplines of the game laid the 

foundation for what many have called the ñGolden Years of Hawk Athletics.ò In addition to 

being head football coach, Coach McCain was also the head basketball coach and athletic 

director, thus, giving him almost total control over the UMES athletic budget and pool of athletic 

talent.  

 

Vernon ñSkipò McCain was inducted into the Hawk Hall of Fame in 1973. If only the 

television cameras and the media had found their way to the Eastern Shore of Maryland and the 

tiny village of Princess Anne! What a story they would have uncovered!!! The entire nation 

would have discovered a football powerhouse that broke both racial barriers and the competitive 

spirit of the teams they played. Everyone would have known the name, Skip McCain.  It is a 

shame that only a few do.  

 

America would have recognized that this humble, 5-foot-5 man, who never cussed or missed 

church, who also had a higher winning percentage (83.7%) for a 16-year period than some of his 

most famous coaching contemporaries recorded during the same era -- men such as Woody 

Hayes of Ohio State University (74.3%), Bear Bryant of Alabama University (72.7%), and Eddie 

Robinson of Grambling State University.  But, the 1950ôs were a time when news of the exploits 

of Historically Black Colleges and Universities rarely escaped the confines of their own 

communities.  

 

This included six (6) undefeated seasons, four (4) of which were perfect seasons in 1949, 1950, 

1952, and 1955. When Coach McCain came to Maryland State College (MSC) in 1948, he was 

to serve as the head football coach, head basketball coach and the athletic director. It became 

apparent that this man could build winners no matter what the sport.  
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Dr. W. A. Low professor of History and Head of the Department of History 

lectures to an interested class of sophomores. 

 

While concentrating on his football duties, he directed the basketball team to a record of 76 wins 

and 11 losses from 1948 to 1952. In 2006, Coach McCain finally got his due when he was 

inducted in the College Football Hall of Fame in South Bend, Indiana. Coach McCain 

touched the lives of hundreds of young men to whom he will always be remembered simply as 

ñCoach.ò Coach McCainôs Year-by-Year Record:

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Coach McCainôs dedication to understanding the deeper qualities and disciplines of the game 

laid the foundation for what many have called the ñGolden Years of Hawk Athletics.ò In addition 

to being head football coach, Coach McCain was also the head basketball coach and athletic 

director, thus, giving him almost total control over the UMES athletic budget and pool of athletic 

talent. Further, during this period of time UMESôs president was John T. Williams. President 

Williams was an avid football fan and provided the type of supportive leadership necessary to 

build a winning program. 

 

As a result, during the period from 1946 to 1970, over twenty (20) UMES student-athletes went 

on to pursue professional careers in the National Football League (NFL). In addition, several 

others went on to successful careers in the Continental and Canadian Football Leagues. The most 

notable of these athletes is Art Shell, eight (8) time Pro-Bowl player, NFL Hall of Fame Player, 

and the first African American head coach of the modern era of professional football with the 

Los Angeles Raiders (now the Oakland Raiders).  

 

Further, UMES holds the distinction of having more players play in a Super Bowl Championship 

game than any other single institution. In the 1968 game between the New York Jets and the 

Baltimore Colts (now the Indianapolis Colts), UMES was represented by four (4) of its former 

student-athletes: Earl Christy (1961-1964), Johnny Sample (1954-1957), Emerson Boozer (1962-

1965), and Charles Stukes (1963-1967).  

 

The Post-1970 Era 

 

From 1971 to 1979, the retirement and subsequent death of President Williams combined with: 

escalating costs, poor management, lack of consistent leadership, and a shared vision between 

the administration and alumni laid the ground work for the demise of this once storied program. 

Not only was this a period of great trial and tribulation for the football program, but for the 

University as a whole. This was a time when the very existence of UMES was being debated by 

many state politicians, school administrators, faculty, staff and representatives of the local 

community, many of whom did not hold a favorable view of UMES. 

 

The lack of leadership coupled with aggressive recruiting of ñqualityò African American athletes 

by ñmajorityò institutions was too much to overcome. In conjunction with this problem and a 

lack of perceived importance of athletics in general and football in particular, a number of poor 

decisions were made by personnel entrusted to run the programôs day-to-day operations. But 

even doing this period the trials, the program was not without its successes.  

 

From 1971 to 1979, 12 Hawks received All Mid-Eastern Athletic Conference honors and several 

others went on to successful careers in the NFL. On 01/08/80, after a year of in-depth review and 

discussion, Dr. William P. Hytche, Chancellor of UMES, officially announced the suspension of 

intercollegiate football at UMES. The reasons cited for discontinuing the program were the 

spiraling inflation and the cost of compliance with Title IX of the Education Act. A summary of 

the performance of key administrators is provided on the page to follow.

Vernon ñSkipò McCain Football Reinstatement Fund  

 

Vernon ñSkipò McCain Football Reinstatement Fund is one of two endowed funds established 

by the alumni to support the reinstatement of an intercollegiate football program at UMES. This 

Fund was established in 2002 by Bryant C. Mitchell (Class of 1978) in memorial of two Hawks 

greats: Coach Vernon ñSkipò McCain, Coach Harold ñHouseò Gray (Class of 1963) and one 

fallen Hawk, Terry Fiddermon (Class of 1979). 

 

These funds can only be used for the purpose of providing financial aid for student-athletes who 

participate in the newly constituted football program as well as complimentary female programs 

in accordance with the mandates of Title IX. In the event that an intercollegiate football is not 

reestablished by 2012, then all monies collected and income generated by this fund will be used 

to support the general athletic programs. As a result, this fund is the more restrictive of the two 

funds created to support the football reinstatement. 

 

Direct gifts are the most common way of contributing. They are made in the form of automatic 

payroll deductions, money orders and checks. As a donor, you have the option of contributing 

once annually or periodically throughout the year.

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Summary of Roger ñNyackò Brown UMES/MSC Achievements: 

 

Roger ñNyackò Brown was inducted into the Hawk Hall of 

Fame in 1982. Nicknamed ñNyackò, Roger was reared in 

Nyack, New York and came to Maryland State College 

(MSC) with dreams of being a fullback.  

 

However, Roger was soon moved to defensive line where he 

exhibited extraordinary skill, and the rest is history. Rogerôs 

collegiate career at MSC spanned from 1956 to1959. At 6ô5ò 

and 300 pounds, Rogers was the third fastest player on his 

team at MSC. Always an entrepreneur, Roger was a disc 

jockey in college that helped to pay his tuition. 

 

During his time at MSC, Roger participated in football and 

track at the varsity level. Rogerôs skills earned him Pittsburgh 

Courierôs Negro All-American honors twice and also Central 

Intercollegiate Athletic Association (CIAA) All-Conference 

and National Association of Intercollegiate Athletics (NAIA) 

All -American in 1958 and 1959.   

 

Roger anchored a defensive that allowed the Hawks to outscore its opponents 693 points to 213 

over his four-year career. This resulted in the Hawks limiting their 30 opponents to just 7.3 

points per game, while compiling 24 wins, 5 losses and 1 tie.  

 

The Detroit Lions drafted Roger in the fourth round in 1960. In 1962, he was voted National 

Football League (NFL) Pro Lineman of the Year and made the NFL All-Pro Team. Roger played 

six seasons with the Lions before being traded to the Los Angeles Lams in 1967. He retired in 

1970 after three seasons with the Rams legendary ñFearsome Foursomeò defensive line. Roger 

majored in Industrial Arts Education.
