Moses professional career started in the 

Canadian Football League (CFL) with the 

Montreal Alouettes and was selected to the All CFL team in 1970, his rookie year.  

 

Moses spent three very successful years with the Aloutttes and then signed as a free agent 

with the Washington Redskins in 1974. Moses played several seasons with the Redskins. 

In 1974, he was the Redskins second leading rusher. Moses’s career statistics with in the
