Roy was not active again until the Buffalo 

home opener and played in four games He 

saw some backup action along the 

defensive line in goal line situations and 

on special teams Roy was a strong, quick 

lineman who can explode off the line

In addition to playing in the NFL, Roy 

played three years for Bridgeport of the 

ACFL, two years there as a fullback and 

one as a guard. He carried 198 times for 

902 yards and 12 touch downs at 

Bridgeport. In addition Roy caught 30
